Section 5309 is a discretionary capital funding program and Section 5310 provides funds for programs targeting persons with special needs. Section 5316 funds are to assist programs oriented to the transportation needs of low income and/or persons with disabilities related to employment. Section 5317 funds are for programs that go beyond minimums established by ADA.
