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The meeting of the State Transportation Coordination Council was convened at 9:30, Wednesday, February 9, 2005 in the 6th Floor ICN Room, Department of Public Health, Lucas State Office Building, Des Moines, Iowa. 

Those in attendance were:  Dee Vanderhoef of Iowa City League of Cities*ICN; Siri Granberg, DHS; Nicki Stajcar, DEA; Jill Fullitano-Avery, Department of Human Rights; Max Christensen, Department of Education; Tammy O'Hollearn, Department of Public Health, Doreen Chamberlain, Department of Public Health; Jimmy Weber, Iowa Workforce Development*ICN; Bob Krause, Office of Public Transit; Peter Hallock, Office of Public Transit; Michelle Mc Enany, Office of Public Transit.  

Bob Krause convened the meeting and introductions were made.  It was announced that Patrick Palmersheim, Executive Director of the Veterans Affairs Commission, would be the new member representing the veterans. 

Opening remarks were dispensed with. 

The minutes were approved with the following correction:  The subcommittee for health issues was inadvertently eliminated, and was to be in-inserted.

The federal report by Joni Roesler was dispensed with.

Bob Krause explained the revised action plan, which had gone through another set of staff revisions. The revised action plan template was reviewed and approved.

Bob Krause then brought up the definition of coordination draft.  A number of changes were suggested.  Mc Enany suggested that the goal of coordination should track with the goal of coordination in the Action Plan Other items suggested were: that the word “wholesale” be stricken when referencing state agencies that provide clients for transportation; that school transportation systems be added specifically as coordination partners; that the transportation coordination council be included in the formal coordination process as the entity establishing coordination guidelines; and that that RPA/MPO be spelled out; that various editing corrections be made.

The next agenda item was the proposed Executive Order by the governor.  Michelle Mc Enany reported that the Governor’s staff has indicated that the Governor only signs Executive Orders under very special circumstances, and this is not one of them.  This is a tightening of policy from past practice.  The alternate approach is a letter to agency heads from Iowa DOT Director Mark Wandro.  This is currently underway.

CARS/511 was the next agenda item.  Bob Krause presented some handouts from the Internet describing CARS/511 and how it would impact the service survey that had been previously agreed to.

Discussion then moved to the topic of an interest list for email activity of TCC activity.  Council members agreed that they should be the primary point of contact for their agency and this should not be expanded significantly for state government points of contact.  It was agreed that the RPA’s and MPO’s should be added to the interest list.

The next item to be discussed was meeting dates for the upcoming year.  It was generally agreed that the 2nd Wednesday of the month was the best, and that should be approved as the regular meeting date. (NOTE: since this was approved, Iowa DOT has recognized problems with dates for March, May and June.)

For agenda items for the next meeting it was decided that we should have a time for updates by the agencies as to what is going on in coordination.  We will also discuss the federal programs that have money for transit as discussed in the GAO report.
